7.1    Councillors/Groups/Committee Reports

7.1.1    Recreation grounds QEF/KGF    Chair met with the architect and structural/mechanical/electrical engineers to look at the facility in order to produce a feasibility report.   

7.1.2    Burial Ground     No issues           

7.1.3   Jubilee Field           The Chair gave update on project including a meeting with a representative from Kent Youth Justice for their help in clearing the area of any items that continue to hinder cultivation and maintenance of the seeded area. They showed an interest in helping develop the project, designing the area and undertaking works. Clerk now awaiting their proposals. 

	Resolution:  It was agreed by all (show of hands) to spend up to £1500 to lay a fence along western and southern boundaries to delineate our land using similar fencing (same supplier) to that installed at rec ground.  



Members discussed quotes received (£25805-£27960) to lay a path to be used as a ‘walk to school’ route. Funding has been sought as follows;

SAH Primary School          £5000 (agreed)
DBC Green Fund                £5000 (pre approved)
KCC Members’ Fund         £5000 (pre approved)

	Resolution:  It was agreed by all (show of hands) to spend up to £13000 as part funding of laying ‘walk to school path’ across the site and land leased from Dartford Borough Council. 



Clerk has requested a variance of the licence held with DBC for use of the land to annul the clause regarding ‘no hard surface to be laid’, still to be received.

7.1.4   Barfield Green      Cutting back of overgrowth cannot be undertaken within handyman’s scope so a quote is being sought from a currently used contractor. Discussions held with neighbouring property to ensure the works are agreeable.
