6.4.   Grounds Maintenance.   To discuss contractors for recreation grounds

With the difficulties getting the current contractor to resume cutting and supply costs, it was agreed that the Clerk facilitate a short term agreement with another of our contractors to cut the recs where necessary.  

6.5    Parsonage Lane Allotments.      To discuss the overgrown area. It was agreed to install fencing along boundaries where necessary to protect our land from encroachment and to clearly delineate. It was also agreed to meet with the tenant of the overgrown area to discuss clearance. 

6.6    DBC Air Quality Plan.       It was agreed to respond highlighting the fact that this parish is crossed by two motorways and is subject to traffic build up on a regular basis when there are M25/Dartford Crossing issues, causing unacceptable levels of vehicle pollution.

6.7     Kent Police.         The change of PCSO covering this parish-PCSO Kurtis Midford was noted and his agreement. to patrol the burial ground as a result of reports and evidence of drug taking/dealing. No monthly report received.
